In a formal argument,
you must

1) State your position.

2) Provide point(s) that support your position.

3) Support each point with specific reasons/examples.

Question: Which is better: five dollars or a lottery ticket?

Example Answer: A lottery ticket is better than five dollars. You cannot buy much
with five dollars. For example, you can buy a hamburger for five dollars. A hamburger
may be nice for now, but you will be hungry again later. On the other hand, a lottery
ticket may be worth millions of dollars; enough to feed you for the rest of your life.
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
